Ordering Tags

This fall has been quite hectic to say the least. With many producers tagging their cattle in this busy season, it
has been tough to keep tags on hand. To assure you will receive your tags in time for tagging, be sure to order
tags at least two weeks in advance of your tentative tagging date. Though sometimes the tags may arrive
quicker than two weeks, it is never certain that we will have the number of tags on hand you are needing.
Ordering in advance will also help reduce your shipping costs, as rush shipments won’t be needed. Last minute
tag orders have often needed to be rushed, and sometimes still don’t arrive in time. To avoid this, call us in
plenty of time so we can get you tags in time for tagging, eliminating headaches for everyone!

Shipping Papers

It may seem like we're beating a dead horse, but we can’t stress enough how important it is to send in tag data
in a timely manner. As mentioned before, this fall has been extremely busy. Please send your tag information
along with the calving record (if we don’t already have it) as soon as you are done tagging. This will allow us to
enter the information into the system and answer any questions we may have. With multiple shipments going
out daily, last minute tag data and shipping requests are hard to fill. As soon as you know your shipping date
and location, call us so we can put you in the list of shipments. This will help to ensure you will receive the
paperwork in plenty of time before shipping.
